On October 1, 2004, an Order to Show Cause re Contempt against defendant Jesus Lozano came before the Hon. J. Stephen Czuleger, judge presiding in Department 50 of the Los Angeles Superior Court, Central District.  Dora Lopez and David Pallack of Neighborhood Legal Services appeared for plaintiffs and Peter N. Scolney and Mia Noble appeared for defendant Jesus Lozano, who was also present.

The court, having considered the stipulation of the parties and good cause appearing therefor, makes the following orders:


1
Jesus Lozano is guilty of two counts of contempt.  The remaining counts alleged in the Order to Show Cause re Contempt are dismissed.  Sentencing on the two counts of contempt for which Mr. Lozano is guilty is deferred provided Mr. Lozano complies with the remaining provisions of this Order.


2.
Jesus Lozano will serve on plaintiffs’ counsel and file with the court a report every 45 days that states, under penalty of perjury, the sources and amounts of all income he received from the date of the last report to the present, and will provide documentation substantiating all of that income.  Plaintiffs’ counsel may apply to the court for additional documentation if the documents Mr. Lozano provides are not adequate.  The first report will be served and filed by October 8, 2004 and will address Mr. Lozano’s income for August and September 2004.  Mr. Lozano will also sign, serve on plaintiffs’ counsel and file with the court every 45 days the Declaration of Compliance with July 15, 2003 Injunction (attached hereto as Exhibit A) that certifies he is not violating the July 15 injunction.  


3.
This reporting process will continue for 18 months, through March 31, 2006.  Plaintiffs’ counsel may apply to the court to extend this period.


4.
Jesus Lozano will deliver to the offices of plaintiffs’ counsel $250 per month on the first of each month, beginning November 1, 2004, to pay the judgment for plaintiffs entered on July 15, 2003.  Provided Mr. Lozano makes all his payments in a timely manner, plaintiffs will not take any other actions to collect on the judgment.  Plaintiffs may apply to the court to increase the monthly amount.
