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PETITION FOR INJUNCTION
NOW INTO COURT, through undersigned counsel comes BRIDGET JEFFERSON, LINDLEY RUSHING, DEBORAH ANN HARRIS, on behalf of themselves individually and their minor children, EUNICE AND MAJID ASGARI individually and DIMITRI BLUTCHER individually, who with respect represents as follows:


1.

Made Defendants herein are CRESTWOOD SUITES BATON ROUGE-AIRPORT SPE LLC, on information and belief a Non-Louisiana Limited Liability Company, whose principal place of business is 5222 S. Sherwood Forest Boulevard, Baton Rouge LA 70816.


2.

Plaintiffs are hurricane evacuees, from either hurricane Rita or hurricane Katrina, presently staying in the hotel premises, whose lodgings were paid for by the Red Cross through the ARC program.  Each plaintiff has his or her family=s room rental paid through at least October 31, 2005.


3.

On or about October 18, 2005 at approximately 11:00 p.m., managers of the hotel came to the individual rooms of plaintiffs to request that they vacate the premises by or before 11:00 a. m. on October 19, 2005.   


4.

Manager Sabrina Ray had previously given information to the plaintiffs and others to allow them to log on to a website and allow them to check in through the Red Cross program.  Plaintiffs and others were given a specific hotel code to use that they got directly in writing from Sabrina Ray, hotel manager.  Plaintiffs were later told by hotel management that this use of the code was Aunauthorized@, despite the previous authorization given by the mangement, and that this Aunauthorized use@ was the reason they were being asked to leave.


5.

The room rates charged to plaintiffs and others similarly situated were between $44.00 and $55.00 per night.   


6.

On information and belief, Defendants are presently evicting these plaintiffs and approximately thirty-two (32) other families in order to gain hotel space for the coming weekend, so they can charge Afootball rates@ to incoming fans.


7.

Plaintiffs show that their eviction is wrongful, and that will not have a place to go if evicted, due to the overcrowded housing market in Baton Rouge and the exigency of the eviction. Plaintiffs show that the actions of Defendants in this matter are unfair and deceptive trade practices under the provisions of 51:1401, et seq.  Plaintiffs further claim the protection from a self-help eviction of the premises under the general Louisiana Code of Civil Procedure articles on eviction. Plaintiffs further claim the protection of Governor Blanco=s executive orders, KBB 2005-32 and 0225-48 as amended by resolution of the Louisiana Supreme Court on October 3rd, 2005.


8.

Plaintiffs show that Defendants and their agents have threatened them with criminal prosecution if they do not leave, specifically with charges of remaining after being forbidden, despite the paid status of the rooms involved.   On information and belief, Defendants are tendering or have tendered refunds of various amounts to the Red Cross for the plaintiffs housing.


9.

Plaintiffs show that Defendants have already been paid, and can therefore not claim harm should an injunction issue in this matter preventing Plaintiffs from being evicted prior to their paid up date of October 31, 2005.


10.

Plaintiffs show that they have been traumatized by the threat of eviction from the hotel premises, and will be further traumatized and suffer irreparable injury  if actually forced to leave without replacement premises.

WHEREFORE PLAINTIFFS PRAY for a TEMPORARY RESTRAINING ORDER to issue to Defendants CRESTWOOD SUITES BATON ROUGE-AIRPORT SPE LLC, restraining and prohibiting them from evicting, harassing or disturbing in peaceable possession plaintiffs from the hotel premises until October 31, 2005 or until a hearing may be held in this matter, whichever is sooner; Plaintiffs further pray that after due proceedings this Court issue a 

preliminary and later permanent injunction to the same effect; Plaintiffs further pray for all damages as are inherent in the premises, and for all other equitable and other relief that this Honorable Court is empowered to give.
